TSFM Word-Frame Cyprus

TSFM Word-Frame Cyprus is an intensive
workshop taking place for the first time in Cyprus,
organised by Torino's Talents and Short Film
Market in the framework of the 12th ISFFC. The
workshop will take place at the Rialto Theatre
from 10 to 14 October 2022.

Led by tutors with lengthy experience in script
advising, the workshop aims at guiding eight
directors and/or screenwriters in the making of a
short fiction or hybrid film, providing participants
with the basic knowledge and working tools useful
for writing a script and realising a short film.
Moreover, the workshop aims at increasing the
participants’ knowledge about the development
of stories for short films, and the basics of
production and distribution in the festival circuit.

TSFM Word-Frame consists overall of ten
workshops, of which half will be set in Italy and
the other half in five different European countries.
An additional final workshop will be held in Italy
during TSFM Vol. 7, towards the end of fall 2022.
The latter will host ten participants chosen by the
tutors across all workshops on the basis of their
work and projects. This six-days long final session
will focus on building production strategies for
each short film project and will lead up to a pitching
session and one-to-one meetings with producers
and industry professionals. A prime objective of
this final workshop is to create networks between
Italian and European filmmakers coming from
different backgrounds.

The tutors of TSFM-Word Frame Cyprus will
be Enrico Vannucci, programmer, talent scout
and distributor, and lulia Rugina, director and
screenwriter.

The open call for submissions, launched in May
2022, was addressed to upcoming film directors
and/or screenwriters living in Cyprus, Greece,
Lebanon, Palestine, Israel and Egypt who have
been working on a short film project in the early
stages of development.
