An average man discusses his average life
including his work as a real estate agent and his
relationship with his father, eventually revealing
secrets that cause his world to literally crumble.
As he did in Songs from the Second Floor,
Andersson creates meticulous compositions to
reflect his character’s troubled emotional state.

Abiding is a short film created from a single 35mm
photograph. Taken from a train window between
Dordrecht and Rotterdam, the artist has pulled
the film manually in a shutter-less camera. The
movement of the film and the continuous influx
of light dissolved both the center of perspective
and the spaces between frames. The work
leans on the notions of fluidity and continuity
to question the sequential recording and the
frame-by-frame ideology in photographic and
cinematographic processes. In this attempt to
record without division, trees and houses lose
their solidity and oscillate between abstraction
and figuration. The piece evokes a filmic matter
in flux in which the movements of the body, the
apparatus and the sensitive surface coexist.

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“My name is Dinos Katsouridis. | was born in 1927 in Nicosia, Cyprus. My first
(blurry) memories include the burning of the British Government House in
Cyprus, the curfew after sunset, the British soldiers in their khaki shorts
and their cruel terrorism: for them, anything ‘white-and-blue’, therefore
Greek, was considered as a criminal offence. | remember waking up early
in the morning, sneaking into my parents’ bed, singing with them the Greek
national anthem and other songs.

28" of October 1940. The Italians invaded Greece. The Greek flag was reigning
over militarized Nicosia. All young Cypriots including myself, rushed to join
the army, but the British sent me away because | was wearing shorts.

1945. The war was over. | had just graduated from Pancyprian Gymnasium
and my mother sent me to Greece to study Medicine. | failed her, however,
since | ended up studying Economics and then Law. At some point, against
the backdrop of the most absurd civil war, | decided to drop out of university
and join the field that later on marked my entire life: Cinema. When | told my
father that | wanted to become a filmmaker, the poor guy asked me: “What
is that?” Despite my explanations, | failed to convince him. He asked me to
move back to Cyprus, but he failed to convince me too. He stopped sending
me money, but he was still unable to convince me. | started working as a
photographer for children and mounting giant film posters every Monday to
earn a living, to secure my rent and a piece of bread.

1950. | earned a scholarship for studying Film Directing at Stavrakos
Film School (the first semester as a student, the second semester as a...
cinematography tutor). My professor, Grigoris Grigoriou, was then shooting
his film Pikro Psomi, in which | worked as assistant director. Getting paid
was not an option: having the ambition of becoming a film director was a
heavy price to pay! My salary consisted of a mere morning snack, a piece of
bread and a very thin slice of cheese. Everyone was starving. To save myself
from starvation, but also to remain in the film industry, | started working as
a technician. | worked (for peanuts) for a film directed by Spentzos titled
Amartisa gia to paidi mou, as assistant camera and stills photographer.

1951. FINOS Films invited me to work as assistant camera. When Finos heard
about my film studies and teaching at Stavrakos Film School, he went pale:
“If you are looking to become a director, you knocked on the wrong door. You
either quit or you don’t come in here again”(!) | decided to quit.



In the beginning, | worked as assistant camera and assistant editor, then as
editor and, later on, as director of photography, cinematographer and editor
at FINOS Films. | started off with the film Agni tou Limaniou but also worked
on various other productions such as: To Soferaki - O Grousouzis - | Orea
ton Athinon - Oute Gata Oute Zimia - | Golfo - O Agapitikos tis Voskopoulas
- | Kafetzou - To Amaxaki - | Dyo Laternes - | Kyra mas | Mami - Mia Zoi tin
Exoume - | Astero - O Ilias tou Dekatou Ektou - To Xylo Vgike ap’ ton Paradiso.
Twenty-one films in eight years.

In October 1959, | decided to quit my job and take my chances in the film
industry as a freelancer.

1960. My directorial debut, titled Egklima sta Paraskinia, premiered at the
1%t Thessaloniki Greek Film Festival and received two awards, while multiple
other accolades and awards followed. From this point onwards, | alternated
between cinematography, directing and editing: Antigone by Tzavelas, Woe
to the Young (Alimono stous Neous) by Sakelarios, O Ryrios Pterarchos,
Tis Kakomiras, The Ruthless (Oi Adistaktoi), Syntomo Dialima (directed by
myself), O Megalos Dichasmos tou Grigoriou, Tzimis o Tigris by Voulgaris
and many others.

April 1967. At a time when we were convinced that something was, at last,
changing in this country and that we could, eventually, talk about our views,
ideas and problems, the dictatorship’s tanks invaded Greece, paralysing the
country following a thirty-year-period of the ‘Silence of the Lambs'.

1968-69. | worked as a cinematographer and editor for some films produced
and directed by Veggos, while in 1970 | produced, for the first time, two films
directed by myself, with Veggos in the lead role. This marked the longest
collaboration in the Greek cinema, although our friendship was much older.

1971. | made the great decision of shooting a political film, “an anti-war
satire” (which was naturally impossible to be called “antifascist” or “anti-
terrorist”) titled What did you do in the war, Thanasis? The festival's jury
gave multiple awards to the film, which released to critical and box office
success. The cinemas were packed, looking much like a protest instead of a
film screening! Two more films followed the year after, Thanasi Pare to Oplo
sou (directed by myself) and Voulgaris’ The Matchmaking of Anna produced
and edited by myself. Both films literally swept the festival's awards.

parallel events

1973. Two more films followed in 1973, but the Greek cinema was already
going through a deep crisis, which lasted three decades if one considers
that it eventually managed to break the vicious circle.

From 1976 until 1982, | directed some more films with Veggos in the lead
role. One of these films was the anthology film The Batty World of Thanasis,
consisting of 12-minute short stories whose only common link was Veggos.
The film critics at the time highly praised two of them as anthology short
films.

For the record, at the end of the 80's, | served as a board member of the
Greek Film Centre and served three terms as a president of the Greek
Directors Guild (which was admittedly quite an adventure...)

The past 20 years | have been involved in the new Greek cinema, whether
as a director of photography, editor or co-producer, often involved in all
three stages of the production. | have collaborated with Vafeas, Voulgaris,
Nicolaides, Zervos, Mavraki, Psaras, Stavrakas et al. Having spanned 50 years
in the film industry, | returned in 2000 to my initial position, where | worked
as the director of photography for Yiorgos Tzaneris’ short film I Trofos, for
which I am deeply honoured and proud.

Finally, I believe it is important to add a personal note to this autobiography
so as to avoid being regarded as a... film machine. In addition to those 100
films, 1 also have 3 children and 5 grandchildren. | love them all dearly (just
like my films) and | hope that they love me too.

What about the future then? Same as the past. | have no idea how many or
which films or from which film crew position | will be contributing to Cinema
in the future, but | will undoubtedly be there. | am thinking of not having any
other children, but I will definitely have some great-grandchildren.”
